eSIM information including profiles is now included in the Query State information. The 
information is pushed up to Digi Remote Manager on change rather than waiting for the 
next hour interval.

Support for eSIM profile failover when making a cellular connection has been added. The 
device will attempt make a connection using each profile on the eSIM until a successful cel-
lular connection is established, with the bootstrap profile being the last to be used.



Enhancements

 4. Several improvements have been made to help reduce the CPU utilization of devices.

 5. The SSH support has been updated so that only SSH key authentication can be used in 
Primary Responder mode. Users that use SSH passwords with Primary Responder 
SHOULD update their configuration to use SSH keys before updating to this firmware 
version.

Known issues
 l TX54 product models

The Serial status and statistics for the TX54 are incorrect on the Web UI and CLI (DAL-
5763].

 l Bridging traffic from devices connected on an Ethernet port or Wi-Fi AP

Due to the changes in the firewall, it is currently not possible to bridge traffic from 
devices connected on an Ethernet port or Wi-Fi AP in a bridged interface to a remote IP 
device via a gateway connected to an Ethernet port in the same bridged interface [DAL-
9799].

 l IPsec using Default Router as the Local Endpoint

There is an issue with IPsec where the tunnel will not come up when the default route 
is used as the Local Endpoint and the tunnel is not acting as the initiator. Specifying 
the interface type for the local endpoint should resolve the issue. [DAL-11361].

 l SSH / SCP login slow when FIPS mode is enabled

Logging into SSH or SCP when FIPS mode is enabled can take more than 20 seconds.
